Councilmember Stephens expressed a desire for the city to consider
uses for this tax revenue should it pass. Typically the council defines a
use for the City’s portion of a tax. Councilmember Stephens suggested
using the tax for the Equipment Reserve fund which funds equipment
replacement for the Police, Fire and Public Departments.

PUBLIC ITEMS

Members of the public are encouraged to use this time to make comments about
matters that do not appear on the agenda. Comments about items on the regular
agenda will be taken as each item is considered.

Janice and Andy White 10100-10022 W. 53" St. addressed the council regarding
an influx of water on their property since the Mastin street project. The property has
always had a low spot and a storm sewer on it but since the street project has been
completed and installation of curbs and storm sewers on Mastin the water has
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increased as it has been redirected through that area on the property. The
additional waterflow has caused erosion of tree roots. One tree was uprooted and
fell on one of their duplexes as a result of root erosion and strong winds. There
were three other trees that had to be cut down due to root exposure from the water
causing erosion. Mr. and Mrs. White did speak with the former city engineer
regarding this issue. The response from the engineer was that because the water
was not causing damage to a building it was not priority.

Mayor Wilkes asked staff to look at this issue to determine the extent of the
waterflow.

Neighborhood Services Manager Beth Linn commented that the White’s property is
in the lowest part of that area. Ms. Linn stated that she would have Affinis, the city’s
engineering firm look at and evaluate the area.

V. MAYOR’S REPORT

1. Recognition of Fritz Kiteck - winner of the Visitors Bureau postcard contest.

Mayor Wilkes presented a certificate of recognition to Fritz Kiteck for his winning
design of the Merriam postcard. The Postcards from Merriam contest sponsored
by the Merriam Visitors Bureau asked third graders from Merriam Park and
Crestview Elementary schools to design a postcard to introduce the 25" annual
National Tourism week theme “Discovering Great American Traditions”. Each
year the Merriam Visitors Bureau prints a new postcard to give to walk-in visitors
and mail-in visitor inquiry packets. This year the Bureau decided to host a
contest for the 2008 design. There were 49 entries from 5 different classrooms
submitted and voted on by the Visitors Bureau Advisory Committee. As the
winner Fritz was awarded 4 tickets to a T-Bones baseball game and his
postcard will be printed and distributed from the Merriam Visitors Bureau Office.
