The Community Development/Public Works Committee of the Merriam City Council
met on Monday, December 15, 2008 at 6:00 p.m.

Public Items

Chair Stephens asked if there were any items to be discussed that were not on the
agenda. There were none.

1. CIP Monthly Update

Beth Linn, Neighborhood Services Manager, presented the CIP monthly update
stating that Affinis will begin survey work for the Residential Streets Group III
project after the first of the year. In January, Ms. Linn said that staff will send
notification to residents of survey work and ask for any information regarding items
on the property important for construction.

Ms. Linn stated that The Kansas Bridge Priorities Committee with the Mid America
Regional Council approved the city’s request to rehabilitate the Mastin Street bridge
over Shawnee Mission Parkway rather than replace it. She said that in addition, the
committee adjusted the amount of the city’s grant funding to reflect the reduction in
cost of the project. George Butler Associates will be submitting the first set of field
check plans to Kansas Department of Transportation this month for review and staff
anticipates construction will begin in late summer 2010.

Ms. Linn said that the contractor has been installing the walls on the south side of the
Vavra Park Buffer Feature Phase III. She added that the contractor had completed the
pipe installation from the pool pump room to the lower pool. Ms. Linn provided
photographs of the completed work to date for the committee noting that the wall was
a couple of layers taller since she took the photos. Ms. Linn said the contractors had
made use of the few days of warmer weather to work on the wall and plumbing.
